The problem is *acid rain. Acid rain is a kind of *air *pollution. When *factories use *coal
or *oil, and when cars use *gasoline, *smoke is sent into the air.

Do you know that about 900,000,000 people in the world can’t read and write? Most of
them live in *developing countries. In those countries there are many children who have no
schools in their villages. There are also many children who must work to get money. Such
children can’t learn reading and writing at school. A boy in *Bangladesh says, “I'm now
fifteen years old. I work in a town which is far away from my village. I haven’t seen my
mother for a long time. I want to write a letter to her, but (1)I can’t. I don’t know how to read
and write.”

*UNESCO wanted to help those people in developing countries. So it started a *campaign
to help them in 1990. Many Japanese volunteers have worked hard for this campaign. For
example, they have collected much money to build schools in the countries. They have built
more than 5,000 small schools in the countries.

Newton became one of the most famous scientists in the world. When he was asked, “Why
do you know so much about the *secrets of nature?” he answered, “Because I'm always
thinking about my own questions.”

In the United States, it is important to be *on time, for an *appointment, a class, a
meeting, etc. But this may not be true in several countries. An American professor
discovered (1)this difference when he was teaching a class in a *Brazilian university. The
class was for two (2)( ) — from ten to twelve o’clock.

In an American university, students have to arrive at the appointed time. But, in *Brazil,
both the teacher and the students often come late at the appointed time. Classes begin on
time and end on time in the United States. In the Brazilian class, only a few students left
the class (5)at noon; many stayed there past 12:30 to talk about the class and ask more
questions. It may not be very important to arrive late and to stay late in Brazil.

It is difficult to explain these differences. People from Brazilian and North American
cultures have different feelings about lateness. In Brazil, the students believe this: a person
arriving late is probably more successful than a person who is always on time. In fact, the
Brazilian people think that a great person will arrive late. So, if a Brazilian is late for an
appointment with a North American, the American will not be able to understand the
reason for the lateness and become angry.

What do you do when you need something to eat? What do you do when you feel cold? Who
will *take care of you when you are sick in bed? It is not difficult for you to answer these
questions, but for *refugees it is very difficult. Refugees are people who have left their
homes or countries to save their lives. They had to leave because their lives and freedom
were in *danger.
